Some things to consider ABOUT Syrah………. 

Syrah is the same as Shiraz, taken from the town of Shiraz, in Iran and the french 

pronounce it Syrah… famous in France’s RHONE VALLEY; thus, it is considered a RHONE 

varietal – but it’s not alone in the Rhone, there are 22 Rhone different grapes!  

 

Petite Sirah is confusing because it is not Petite at all, nor is it Syrah (note the spelling) 

– it is a grape called DURIF (a hybred of Syrah and Peloursin – from 1880) 

 

Tonight – as you taste – see if the wine falls into one of two areas (or a blend of both styles) 

a.  “Old world” style:  earthy, meaty, gamey, smoky and have a note of coco, and pepper 

b. “New world” style: black fruits, pepper, roasted qualities, tends to be black or blue more than red in glass 

                                 … Both styles tend to share the blueberry fruit character and black pepper
